ÁLBUM was founded by a group of independent picture book publishers across Spain 
aiming to develop projects that build new ideas and resources for bringing picture books 
into broader audiences — focusing on early childhood, but also adults and communities at 
risk of social exclusion. 



The latest report on Reading habits and Book Purchase of 2022 in Spain reflects 

that 1 of every 3 persons never reads, nor in paper or digital.

By 2019 Spain had the third highest persistent poverty rate among children
in Europe (1 of every 5 children) so access to culture becomes crucial to build equal opportunities.
